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GETTING STARTED
BATTERY INSTALLATION 
1	 Make sure the unit is turned OFF.
2.	 Locate the battery cover on the bottom 

of the electronic tray. Use a screwdriver 
to loosen the screw.

3.	 Install 2 new ‘AA’ (AM-3/LR6) batteries 
following the diagram  inside the battery 
box. (The use of new alkaline batteries is 
recommended for maximum performance.)

4.	 Replace the battery cover and tighten the 
screw to secure.

BATTERY NOTICE

•	 Use new alkaline batteries for maximum performance. 
•	 Use only batteries of the same or equivalent type as recommended.
•	 Do not mix different types of batteries: alkaline, standard (carbon-

zinc) or rechargeable (Ni-Cd, Ni-MH), or new and used batteries.

input. The unit can be turned on again by inserting or removing one 
of the play pieces from the tray or by pressing any button.
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ACTIVITIES 
1.	 Slide the on/off/volume control switch to 

turn the unit on. You will hear a fun sound, 
a song and a phrase. The light will flash with 
the sounds.

2.	 Press the shape buttons to learn shapes 
or hear playful sing-along songs and fun 
sounds. The light will flash with sounds.

3.	 Press the light-up button to hear a playful 
phrase, fun sounds or a sing-along song. 
The light will flash with sounds.

4.	 Insert the jug or the treats into the 
corresponding slot on the tray to learn colours 
and objects and hear playful sing-along 
songs. The light will flash with sounds.

5.	 Remove the jug or the treats from the tray 
to hear playful phrases and melodies. The 
light will flash with sounds.

6.	 If there is no input to the tray after approximately 8 seconds, you 
will hear a random question. After another 8 seconds without 
input, you will hear a sing-along song. If there is no input after 
another 8 seconds, the unit will play a short tune and automatically 
power down.
